Things You Can Do to Promote the Tax Campaign________
· Tweet or Facebook about the Tax Campaign. Also, follow our social media and share, “like,” and comment on posts.

· Write a letter to the editor of your newspaper. Inform them that the money raised comes back directly to your community. 
· Personally talk to family, friends, co-workers and neighbors. Ask them to make a contribution to CTF on their tax form. 
· Post information about the Tax Campaign on Facebook so friends can see that you support Michigan children and families.
· Ask your schools to send information about the CTF Tax Campaign home to parents.
· Ask professional, religious and civic organizations, where you are a member, to display CTF Tax Campaign materials and include an article about it in their organizational newsletters. Offer to speak at organizational events about CTF and the Tax Campaign. 
· Ask your city council to declare a Child Abuse Prevention week or day to promote the CTF Tax Campaign. 
· Display CTF Tax Campaign materials at work and ask your spouse to do the same at his/her place of employment. 
· Ask the companies where you conduct business to send Tax Campaign materials in their monthly statements or to display them where the public frequents. 
· Ask a local Girl or Boy Scout or National Honor Society group to pass out Tax Campaign materials door-to-door.

· Ask your local parent-teacher organization to get involved in promoting the CTF Tax Campaign. 
· Ask your local government officials and media personalities to participate in the Tax Campaign and include an article in their constituent newsletter about CTF and the campaign.
· Offer to do a program about CTF and the Tax Campaign for your public library. 
· Ask the local EMS, Fire Department and Police Department to promote the CTF during the Tax Campaign. 
· Hand out Tax Campaign materials at senior centers. 
· Contribute a portion of your state income tax refund on form 4642, The Voluntary Contribution Schedule. 
· Encourage 10 friends, during the tax season, to donate a portion of their refund to CTF. 
· Ask your tax preparer to look for CTF on the Michigan Income Tax Form 4642, Voluntary Contribution Schedule and review the message with their clients; ask their clients to consider making a donation to CTF; and remind their clients that all contributions are distributed to local communities throughout MI to help keep kids safe!
