All affected facilities must maintain records of the amount of time each affected tank is in operation.  If an affected facility is using a nonresettable ampere-hr meter to demonstrate that it is a small, hard chromium electroplating facility, records of the actual rectifier usage (amp-hrs) must be maintained.  Records must be maintained on file for five years and made available upon request for inspection by the Michigan Department of Environmental Quality.
