This publication contains Case and Demographic data reported on
the Survey of Occupational Injuries and Ilinesses. This survey is
conducted by the Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS), U.S.
Department of Labor, in cooperation with the Department of
Licensing & Regulatory Affairs, Michigan Occupational Safety and
Health Administration (MIOSHA), Technical Services Division,
Management Information Systems Section.

During 2014, a total of 26,180 injuries and illnesses that required
days away from work* beyond the day of the incident were reported
in private industry workplaces in Michigan. Nationally, there were
a total of 1,157,410 reported.

The following charts give specific details regarding data collected
by age, length of service, nature, part of body, source, and event.
There is also a chart showing the occupations with the most injuries
and illnesses.
