INSTRUCTIONS


The Status Page identifies the programs of study between state-approved secondary and state-approved postsecondary career and technical education programs in your region.  This was formerly referred to as the Tech Prep Status Page.  This information is the only source used to identify students in articulated programs and to demonstrate that the region meets the Perkins requirement to have at least one Program of Study (Note that the additional articulation agreement page is no longer a part of the application.) 

Instructions:  

· Identify each program of study for your region by selecting “ADD A ROW”  
· Select the appropriate postsecondary institution
· Select the state-approved occupational postsecondary CIP Code/CTE program
· Select  the state-approved secondary CTE program CIP Code/program name
· Select the secondary state-approved program by PSN/Operating Building
· Check the box indicating, “All programs listed have a current articulation agreement and program of study.”
· [bookmark: _GoBack]For ONE postsecondary institution identified on your Program of Study Page, attach/upload one program of study and the related articulation/direct credit/dual enrollment agreement. 

Note:  It is vital that you identify all state-approved secondary to state-approved postsecondary CTE programs as this is the ONLY way these programs are identified as articulated programs in CTEIS.  However, ONLY ONE articulation agreement and one program of study is required to be uploaded.
