 Procedures for Full Approval of Educator Preparation Endorsement and Certification Programs

Educator preparation providers (EPPs) that wish to offer a new endorsement or certification program must apply for approval to the Michigan Department of Education’s Office of Professional Preparation Services (OPPS). After initial approval, EPPs are required to collect and analyze data over a four year period, as well as report to the OPPS any program changes based on annual data analysis initiated during this period. 

After four years, EPPs will submit a formal letter requesting full program approval that includes a report on progress toward fulfillment of the program claims as well as any program changes made in response to analysis of key assessment data. The letter must be signed by the EPP’s education dean or director, and the progress report must be organized by program claims and include:

1. A restatement of each claim
2. Analysis of key assessment data associated with each claim
3. Details of any program or key assessment changes initiated since initial approval, if not previously reported to the OPPS
4. Updated advising sheets, catalog pages, key assessment descriptions, scoring guides or rubrics, as appropriate, if any program or key assessment changes are described

[bookmark: _GoBack]Once full approval is granted, ongoing program approval is based on national accreditation through the Council for the Accreditation of Educator Preparation and OPPS monitoring.
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
