Open Forum

a. Someone posed a hypothetical question to us a few months ago so we thought we’d ask
the TBNN what their thoughts are on this situation:

“If a TB patient, recently discharged to home health care, has a PEG tube, should
the public health nurse still be the only person responsible for DOT?”

b. Discussion:

Family or homecare nurse will maintain the PEG

Some medicines can be crushed and dissolved into liquids or come in liquid
form, however it’s important to know pharmokinetic information about all the
medicines you are administering. Some are slow-release and should never be
crushed/dissolved.

Most agreed that a DOT nurse should be present when the medicines are
administered. A DOT nurse does not necessarily need to administer the meds,
but should OBSERVE.

Some family members who are caring for the patient can be trained to
administer the meds, as they are already caring for the maintenance of the PEG
before and after feeding and other medicine administration. This decision
should be up to the DOT nurse and how comfortable they feel with the family
doing this.

Legally in the state of Michigan nurses can administer meds through many
routes, PEG tube being one of them.

It was also noted that anyone who is administering meds and not credentialed

to do so is the legal responsibility of the nurse they are working under.
