Col. Kriste Kibbey Etue was appointed Director of the Michigan State Police in January 2011. Colonel Etue is the 18th Director in the 99‑year history of the department and she is the department’s first female Director.
The Michigan State Police is a full-service law enforcement organization, with nearly 2,500 employees and includes the Field Services Bureau, Administrative Services Bureau, Specialized Services Bureau, and State Services Bureau.  
During her tenure with the Michigan State Police, Colonel Etue has held several executive positions focusing on budgeting, facility management, training, human resources and public affairs. As a Captain, Colonel Etue served as commander of the Emergency Management and Homeland Security Division where she was responsible for the management and administration of statewide emergency management and homeland security programs.  
Today, Colonel Etue chairs the Michigan Homeland Protection Board, Michigan Public Safety Interoperability Board, Auto Theft Prevention Authority, and Michigan Intelligence Operations Center Advisory Board. She is also a member of the Michigan Commission on Law Enforcement Standards and serves as State Director of Emergency Management and Homeland Security. In 2015, Colonel Etue was appointed by Governor Rick Snyder to serve on the Michigan’s Community Service Commission.
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
